· 3 Rs at the elementary level

· English, math, science, history, and foreign languages at secondary level

· Respect for the teacher’s authority

· Back to basics

· Has a teacher-centered focus

SOCAIL RECONSTRUCTIVISM


· Its aim is to reconstruct society

· The curricula are the social sciences used as reconstructive tools

· Its all about relevancy

· Instruction focuses on significant socioeconomic problems
· Has a society-centered focus

PERENNIALISM

· Its aim is to educate the rational person

· Subject matter is hierarchically arranged to cultivate the intellect (great books)

· Focuses on enduring human concerns as revealed in the great works of the Western heritage
· Has a subject-centered focus

CRITICAL THEORY

· Its aim is to raise consciousness about critical issues

· Its curriculum are autobiographies about oppressed peoples

· It focuses on social conflicts
